Education: 

With the completion of the Boating 2-3 and 4 courses offered online and with weekly 
check-in sessions via Go-To-Meeting, the Gabriola squadron Educational department 
slowed down its activities for the Spring. As no in-person courses and seminars can be 
offered, our micro-site on the national CPS-ECP website only lists the Roc-M course as 
being open for registrations. 

On March 20th I participated, as your SEO, in the National Education Committee 
quarterly meeting using the Teams app which I have finally installed on my laptop. 
However, I have NOT mastered this program yet, which explains the use of the 
GoToMeeting app for this Bridge meeting. 

Course work this month: 

• Maritime radio (Roc-M): I held one Exam session for 1 Gabriola student on March 8 
th and she passed with high marks. 2 more students have signed up, are studying for 
their Exam, but have not yet requested an Exam date. 

• Boating 4 course: This month I’ve supported the one student in re-writing Part 1 of his 
final exam, which he passed with a high mark this time. I then entered marks in the 
national database. 

One task that our Educational department will have to do in the “near future” is to go 
back online and enter marks for courses as percentages and not as raw scores. This is 
a new quirk of our continually improving web database.
